OCTOBER 17-20,

For the first time, Taylor Guitars participated
in the Music China trade show held this past
October in Shanghai, China. The show is China’s
version of the NAMM trade shows, in which
manufacturers and distributors showcase their
products to dealers and the public. (Music China
is similar to the Musikmesse show in Germany,
where the last day is open to the public.)

Taylor had a modest trade show booth
that was staffed by our International Sales
Manager Diane Magagna, her assistant, Dena
Hickman Wolff, and Taylor’s Trade Show
Manager David Kaye.

“Since it was our first time exhibiting at the
show, we didn’t do a full-blown display; explains
Kaye. “We wanted to ‘dip our toe in the water’ to
get a feel for the show first”

“Due to the popularity of Shanghai and the
demand for Chinese products, many of Taylor’s
current international distributors from around
the world had meetings with us in Shanghai,’
reported Magagna. “My observations are that
just in the last two years, the show has become
far more sophisticated, and the attendance has
grown exponentially”

Ivan Music is Taylor’s distributor for China,
and several of their staff hosted an impressive
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exhibition booth that featured several Taylor
models. Many visitors to the Taylor booth spoke
some English, but when language became a bar-
rier, Taylor staffers would escort them from the
Taylor booth to the Ivan Music area. Even when
there was difficulty conversing, the enthusiasm
and awareness of the Taylor brand was nothing
short of astonishing.

“Instead of ‘introducing’ our products at
the show, we found to our surprise that many
attendees already owned a Taylor, whether an
814ce, DDSM, 615ce or several other Taylor
models,” Kaye reports. “It blew me away how
many people knew about Taylor or owned one
of our guitars. After the first dozen or so people,
I asked someone how they had heard of us.
‘Internet’ was the response.”

“I visit your site — often,” one young
man who owned a DDSM shared. “T like your
guitars very much.”

Taylor plans to exhibit again at the 2008
Music China show, which will be held October
9-12, in Shanghai.

One of the highlights of the conference is the Honors & Awards show, held at the legendary Ryman Auditorium
in Nashville. This is the sixth year the awards show has been held, and several artists, including Lyle Lovett, Patty
Griffin, Buddy Miller, Taylor artist Darrell Scott and Joe Ely were on hand to either present an award or to receive
one. Darrell Scott took home “Song of the Year” honors for “Hank Williams® Ghost,” while Taylor player Joe Ely
received the prestigious “Lifetime Achievement Award for Performing?” Taking the stage with his black T5, Ely
captivated the audience with a mesmerizing solo performance. W
